TOURNAMENT RULES AND REGULATIONS
1.      The tournament will be conducted on the stroke system in accordance with the rules of golf adopted by The Royal & Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews, the United States Golf Association, and the local rules of Jurong Country Club (the local rules are printed on JCC club score cards).
2.      Players are to play off their handicap for the day subject to the maximum USGA handicap of 24 for men and 36 for ladies.  Please ensure your handicap is correctly stated in your score card upon registration.
3.      To speed up play, ball on the green within the standard putter length will be deemed as a  “GIMME” with one stroke added to the score.  Golfers who have exceeded double par score are requested to pick up your ball and proceed on to the next hole. Marked a double par score for that hole.
4.      The organizing committee shall be the “committee’ referred to in the Rules of Golf, and whose decision shall be final.
5.      All golfers are to use golf caddies provided.  Male golfers are to tee-off from White tee boxes, and female golfers are to tee-off from the Red tee boxes.
6.      The Organizer/Golf Club shall not be liable and accept no responsibility for any accident, death, injury, loss, theft, damage, or other misdemeanors to any person, equipment or property whilst on the club’s premises and golf course.
7.      Appropriate dress code must be observed.  No sleeveless or collarless attire, tank tops, beachwear, etc are allowed.  Soft spiked and studded golf shoes are required.
8.      The Hole-In-One prize is Singapore $30,000 cash. Hole numbers 3, 6, 14 and 17 have been designated for this tournament.
	A Hole-In-One will not be counted:

	 for any player who is or was a professional golfer.

	-
	for any player who uses more than one stroke to reach and enter the hole.

	-
	for any player who has bought or attempted to buy a second chance of trying a shot from any other party.

	-
	if the player makes a Hole-In-One after making an ‘air stroke’ or a fluffed shot.

	-
	for any hole-in-one made using golfing equipment not authorized by the USGA or by the rules of the Jurong Country Club.

	-
	for the hole-in-one that is made in violation of any of the tournament rules.


9.      Should there be more than one Hole-In-One winner on the same hole, the prize will be shared equally.
10. If an Observer(s) is appointed to oversee the hole-in-one, the decision by the appointed observer(s) on the winner(s) shall be final.
